1. All emcee cards and Miss Class application MUST BE TYPED. No handwritten applications and emcee sheets will be accepted.

2. Leave the contestant number field blank on both cards. This will be filled out by the directors once a line up has been created.

3. For the Casual Wear card, only enter first and last name in the grey field. 

4. Enter any special training  you have and hobbies. Please do not write a novel, and only enter what the grey space allows. We will shorten your entry if you go over the allotted space provided. Please see the attached examples below on page 3.

5. For the Evening Gown card, enter your full name in the grey field.

6. Enter both parents first and last name and the city in which you live.

7. Again enter any School activities you’re involved in and honor & awards in the grey fields provided. Do not enter more than the space allows. 

8. Don’t write out entries as if they were going to be read aloud verbatim, our mistress of ceremonies will adlib and it is confusing to our emcee.
